· EASY FOR YOU! First Giving allows you to easily set up a fundraising page that you can email or Facebook to your contacts.  It takes much less of your time.

· EASY FOR DONORS! They can donate securely online and they automatically get a receipt and thank you via email. 

How-to

1. Go to the BBBS website, on the home page under Bowl For Kids’ Sake click the link to FirstGiving.com.  Next, click the green button “Start Fundraising”. Select the county you wish to support.

2. Click “Register” (green button) and then choose whether you want to Create a Team or Join a Team. (Quantity is 1 for 1 person).  If you are the Team Captain, create a team and give it a name. Let your team members know the name so they can register under that team name, and give them this instruction page from your Team Packet.

3. Whether you Create a Team or Join a Team, you will next enter your email address, choose a password, and enter your address; click “Create an Account”.  Click if you agree to the waiver.

4. Select an image to upload to your fundraising page or upload your own image. 

5. Write a brief message in the “Your Story” box. You can leave it blank, but it will be blank on your fundraising page.  (You might note that: you are helping BBBS to match more youth with positive role models; you are a Big yourself and state what it means to you; you are helping start more friendships, school success, and positive futures for youth in the community.) 

6. Set your fundraising goal. 

7. The next screen will show that you have created a Fundraising Page. You can click on “View it Live” to see how it looks, and you can choose “Edit page” to make changes.

** You’re done!! Now share your page via email, Twitter, Facebook, etc.   Send it once more a week before the event for those folks that meant to donate but just forgot.
