Volunteers in the High School Bigs program 
must ...

1. Be at least 16 years of age.
2. Commit to mentoring an elementary school-age child for 

a minimum of one year.
3. Commit to meeting your Little at the Little's school or 

after-school program once a week.
4. Be willing to support the child academically and socially.
5. Have reliable transportation to the child's school, 

whether driving yourself (with a valid driver's license) or 
arranging safe, reliable transportation.

6. Check in with the school's main office before getting 
together with the child; walk the child back to their 
classroom after your session is over.

7. Avoid being critical, disrespectful, or judgmental toward 
the child.

8. Respect the child's teacher and the school's policies.
9. Stay in touch with your BBBS program coordinator.
